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What is an exercise tolerance test?
This is a test which monitors the electrical activity of your heart whilst you are exercising.
Patient preparation

1. You will be able to have a light meal a few hours before the test (e.g. sandwich).

2. You may be asked to stop some of your tablets for one or two days before the test.
This information will be on your appointment letter.

3. Please wear comfortable, well-fitting footwear.

How is the test performed?

1. A technician will place small sticky pads (electrodes) on to your chest and connect
you to a monitor.

2. You will be asked to walk on a treadmill.

The exercise starts at a very easy pace, and is gradually made more strenuous by
increasing the speed and slope of the treadmill every three minutes.

3. Whilst you are exercising heart tracing are recorded and you will have your blood
pressure measured every two minutes.

4. A physiologist/ specialist nurse will supervise the test and you will be asked to tell
the physiologist/ specialist nurse if you develop chest pain, shortness of breath or if
you feel dizzy or light-headed.

5. The test will stop when you have reached a target heart rate or if you are no-longer
able to continue with the test.

6. You will be monitored for a short period after the test to ensure your heart rate and
blood pressure has returned to normal.
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Is the test safe?
Serious complications during an exercise test are very uncommon.
You may develop chest pain, shortness of breath, dizziness or light-headedness.

There is a small risk of falling on the treadmill should you stop suddenly without advising
the staff that you need to stop.

There is a very small risk that during the test you could have a heart attack or develop a
serious disturbance of the rhythm of your heart.

A doctor is available to allow treatment of these events should they occur.
You will be asked to sign a consent form to confirm that you agree to have the test done.
What happens after the test?

The supervising specialist nurse/ physiologist will write a report which will be sent to the
doctor that you see at the hospital.

The results will then be discussed with you at your next outpatient appointment with your
consultant.

Feedback
