Having attended St Paul’s Primary Care Unit today, we are now 
happy for you to have a follow up appointment or be discharged.   
 
However, for your own benefit, we would advise you to be 
aware of the occurrence of any of the following symptoms: 
 

1. A sudden onset of a shower of floaters (black spots) with or 
without flashing lights in one eye. 

 

2. A sudden change in the vision – particularly a reduction. 
 

3. A cobweb/veil effect, distorting your vision. 
 

If any or all of the above symptoms occur you are strongly advised 
to re-attend St Paul’s Primary Care as soon as possible. You are 
advised not to drive to the hospital.
